In return for the use, today and on all future dates of the property, facilities and services of the Manager, the Rider, his heirs, assigns, and legal representatives, hereby expressly agree to the following:

1. It is the responsibility of the Rider to carry full and complete insurance coverage on his horse, personal property and himself. 
2. Rider agrees to assume ANY AND ALL RISKS INVOLVED IN OR ARISING FROM THE RIDER’S USE OF OR PRESENCE UPON MANAGER’S PROPERTY AND FACILITIES including, without limitation but not limited to, the risks of death, bodily injury, property damage, falls, kicks, bites, collisions with vehicles, horses or stationary objects, fire or explosion, the unavailability of emergency medical care, or the negligence or deliberate act of another person.   If RIDER chooses to NOT wear a helmet, RIDER is assuming the inherent risks. 

ALL PARTICIPANTS MUST WEAR HELMETS during the clinic. No exceptions. (Notify Bess Wall prior to the clinic if you do not have one.)
3. Rider agrees to hold Manager and all of its successors, assigns, subsidiaries, affiliates, officers, directors, employees and agents completely harmless and not liable and release them from all liability whatsoever and AGREES NOT TO SUE them on account of or in connection with any claims, causes of action, injuries, damages, cost or expenses arising out of Rider’s use of or presence upon Manager’s property and facilities, including without limitation, those based on death, bodily injury, property damage, including consequential damages, except if the damages are caused by the direct, willful and wanton negligence of the Manager. 
4. Rider agrees to waive the protection afforded by any statute or law in any jurisdiction whose purpose, substance and/or effect is to provide that a general release shall not extend to claims, material or otherwise, which the person giving the release does not know or suspect to exist at the time of executing the release. 
5. Rider agrees to indemnify and defend Manager against, and hold it harmless from, any and all claims, causes of action, damages, judgments, costs or expenses, including attorney’s fees, which in any way arise from the Rider’s use of or presence upon the Manager’s property and facilities. 
6. Rider agrees to abide by all of Manager’s rules and regulations. 
7. If Rider is using his horse, the horse shall be free from infection, contagious or transmissible disease.  Manager reserves the right to refuse horse if not in proper health or is deemed dangerous or undesirable. 
8. This contract is non-assignable and non-transferable and is made and entered into the State of Florida, and shall be enforced and interpreted under the laws of this state.  Should any clause be in conflict with State Law, then that clause is null and void.  When the Manager and Rider and Rider’s parent or guardian, if Rider is a minor, sign this contract, it will then be binding on both parties, subject to the above terms and conditions.

* Clinic--initial meeting begins at 9:00 am --  Come WITHOUT horse or mule (Must be at this meeting to participate in the clinic--plan your schedule accordingly, please. 386-503-5181 my cell phone until 9:00)
* Until lunch work on the ground -- NO saddles
* 12:30 – 1:30 Lunch (take care of animals and eat) and DRAWING (be there or lose out () 
* 1:30 - 4:00 SADDLE UP and work in the saddle; have rope halter on your horse’s head and bring lead rope, too. If you need to get off and work on an obstacle, you should not do this with the reins and bridle.

* 9:00 - 9:30 Meet at arena to discuss day's event (must be at meeting to participate in clinic)—Come without HORSE/MULE

Make sure you remember your Coggins and HELMETS.  

Bring breakfast, lunch, water, snacks and such that you might need throughout the day. 

· BRING ROPE HALTERS: stiff with knots on nose piece and a lead rope that has a heavy snap in it. If you don’t have one, I will lend you one.

Standard nylon halters act like a harness and allow your animal to pull you around, run past you, etc.  You have much more control on the ground with a thin, stiff rope halter.  Four knots on the nose piece is preferable, but if you can’t find one, then just a stiff rope halter; most have two knots.  We are not trying to make the horse comfortable.  This is a 1000 +/- animal that uses its body for leverage and position and has no respect for your “puny” weight and size.

· LEG WRAPS, if you have them or can borrow them.
· Training stick with or without rope on the end (if you have one)
· Buggy whips work quite well, perhaps better than the shorter sticks.  I have both the training stick and the buggy whips, about 8 of them.
* HELMETS for ALL riders; must have them on whenever on the course.  
· Water bucket for your horses (there are water troughs, but in case you don't want to water out of the trough); hay for horses.

You will be working hard.  Let us know of any medical conditions, please, such as low/high blood sugar, asthma, heart conditions, etc. Stay hydrated (drink water, Gatorade, etc)

Bring a light jacket if you are the type to get cold. Should not be cold in April. Bring something to protect from rain (covered arena but you may have to get out in it to put your horse up).

· Bring sunscreen as some of the obstacles will be outside.

· AND, bring ideas of what you want to accomplish. I promise you that you will accomplish more than you thought possible.
